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These comfy window seats serve another purpose in this living area - they
provide additional storage. Underneath the cushions, lids flip up to conceal
ample storage for beach towels and picnic hampers. The Shaker style paneling
on the front and sides of the seats coordinates with a built-in on the facing
wall. To add a coastal touch, we recommended beadboard paneling and the
homeowner selected a coral print fabric for the upholstery. To read more about
this project, click the italicized text.
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
